INTERLIBRARY LOAN 

If you are looking for a book or article that is not available in our collection, try 
FirstSearch on the library website (or the library tab in My NWACC Connection). 
This research tool can help you find the article or book you need. You can send us 
an Interlibrary Loan request directly from the search results. 

Please Note: The Interlibrary Loan process usually takes 2 - 4 weeks. When possible, we encourage you to 
search local and ARKLink libraries before you consider Interlibrary Loan. 

INSTRUCTORS' RESERVES 

Reserves are materials that instructors wish to make available to their students at the library.  They include 
items such as books, videos, CD-ROMs and articles. Usually, reserves are to be used only on the premises.  To 
access these, bring your NWACC ID card to the Library's Circulation Desk. 

Would you like to use a local academic library such as The Mullins Library at the University of Arkansas in 
Fayetteville?  ARKLink is a consortium of Arkansas academic libraries that have agreed to share resources. 
NWACC students, faculty and staff with responsible borrowing histories at NWACC Library now have limited 
checkout privileges at many academic libraries across Arkansas.

LIBRARY DATABASES 
The Library subscribes to a number of databases to support online student research. 
To access these from off-campus, go through the Library tab on My NWACC 
Connection at my.nwacc.edu.

• EbscoHost: Full-text articles from journals, magazines and newspapers 
• Literary Reference Center (NEW!): Literary criticism, biographies, plot summaries, poetry & more 
• Lexis-Nexis (NEW!): Full-text legal, news and business documents 
• Britannica Online Academic Edition: Encyclopedia articles for college & university students 
• Enciclopedia Universal en Español: Una enciclopedia en Español 
• Annals of American History Online: Year-by year documentation of American thought and action 
• World Data Analyst Online: Current and historical statistics on 200+ countries of the world 
• Webster's International Dictionary: Language research & more than 472,000 word entries 
• Westlaw Campus Research: News, information and legal research (subscription expires 10/31/08) 
• LION: Literary criticism articles (subscription expires 12/08) 
• Discovering Collection: Literature, history, biography, science & social studies resources 
• Grolier Online: Encyclopedia Americana and other reference resources 
• FirstSearch: Comprehensive bibliographic data that can be used for interlibrary loan requests
